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Daytime showers and thunderstorms remain possible throughout today, primarily favoring eastern areas where
increased moisture pushes into the region. This development will likely trend more isolated as drier air elsewhere
may inhibit more widespread activity. During the day on Thursday, isolated showers and thunderstorms remain
possible within the region. Given the potential for isolated stronger thunderstorms at times, locally enhanced
conditions cannot be ruled out. Outside of showers and thunderstorms, easterly to southerly gentle to moderate
breezes and gentle to slight seas may occur across the region.

Day Three through Seven Weather Hazards

Over the next several days, daily chances for daytime showers and thunderstorms cannot be ruled out. This may
continue to influence the potential for locally enhanced conditions in any occasional stronger convective
development. However, any development will likely continue to trend more isolated as persistent dry air takes hol
across much of the region. As high pressure continues to meander near the region, persistent easterly to
southeasterly flow may remain within gentle to moderate levels. Amid lighter winds, smooth to slight seas will like
prevail across the region fdine remainder of the period.
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
